The proportion of patients with influenza-like illness (ILI) among the polyclinic attendances for ARI remained low at
approximately 1%.

The overall prevalence of influenza among ILI samples (n=96) in the community was 37.5% in the past 4 weeks. Of the
specimens tested positive for influenza in April 2016, these were positive for influenza B (60.5%), influenza A (H1N1)pdm09
(26.3%), and influenza A(H3N2) (13.2%).
